BFA REVIEW: Date to be announced. Spring review is in early March. Fall review is in early October.
You will be assigned a location to display your work.

Your work must be displayed in a professional manner. For example, 2-D art work should be displayed hanging with labels and 3-D
art work should be displayed on pedestals with labels.

You must be present to discuss your work.

Students who meet minimum qualifications for application to the B.F.A. program are not automatically accepted into the program. Entry
into the B.F.A. degree program requires the demonstration of an exceptional portfolio and articulate oral presentation that both reflect a
high level of artistic confidence and excellence in the areas of technique, general aesthetics and personal direction. The body of work will
be juried by the faculty. A student will receive written notification of acceptance into the B.F.A. degree program. A student, who has not
been accepted during an initial submission for the B.F.A. candidacy may reapply one time, based on recommendation of your adviser.
